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Blindsided by Hydro

Manitoba Hydro and the NDP provincial government have no problem spending over $500,000 on a pro-hydro documentary and millions on other dubious pro-hydro activities with First Nations. However, they only printed 300 copies of the Wuskwatim project development agreement for over 4,000 Nisichawayasihk Cree Nation members to review. I wonder what the people who've read the Wuskwatim PDA Agreement feel -- do they still feel this is a good deal?

With inflation, the cost to build Wuskwatim will rise. As a partner, we'll have to put out more than what our leaders and Manitoba Hydro are telling us. The Manitoba government and taxpayers will cover Manitoba Hydro's debt. No one will cover NCN debt or guarantee we can make our debt payments or have future prosperity from this deal. This is where we're being blindsided by Hydro. This will also be true for other Cree First Nations being asked to invest in Gull-Keyask, Conawapa and other hydro dams.
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
